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NEW RECORDS OF THE COLEOPTEROUS FAUNA (INSECTA,
COLEOPTERA) FRCM THE AZORES -
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With 2 maps ]

ABSTHACT The authors present an account on Co!eoptera coliected
during an Expedition (Summet 1987) to three islands of the Azores [Terceira,
S.Jorge and Graciosa). Two new records for the Azores {Philonthus rectan:
gulus Sharp and Phloeopora testacea Mannerheim} are given. The number of
records new fo individual fslands are : St. Maria 1, S. Miguel f, Terceira 22,
S.Jorge 28 and Graciosa 59. o

RESUMO. Qs autores apresentam neste trabalho os resultados do estudo
duma colecgéio de coledpteros (Insecta, Coleoptera) capturados durante uma
Expedicdo (Verfio 1987) as ilhas da Terceira, 8. Jorge e Graciosa (Arquipélago

"'dos ‘Agores). Da lista elaborada resultam duas novidades para o arquipélago:
Philonthus rectangulus Sharp e Phloeopora testacea Mannerheim. Sao ainda
referidas pela primeira vez: 1 espécie para Sta. Maria, 1 para S. Miguel, 22
para a Terceira, 28 para 8. Jorge e 59 para a Graciosa,

1. INTRODUCTION

The object of this account, as other prévious ones (Serrano, 1982 ;
Serrano & Borges, 1987), is to contribute to the knowledge of Coleoptera
from the archipelago of the Azores. .

It further attempts to draw future conclusions concernmg the distri-
bution and origin of Coleoptera from Macaronesian Islands, particularly the
Azores.

Below, we present the results of the study of part of the material
collected during an Expedition to Terceira, S. Jorge and Graciosa (Summer
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1987) {3). Maps 1 and 2 present the stations visited at the islands of S.
Jorge and Graciosa.

This Expedition was carried out by one of the authors (Paulo Bor-
ges) (1) escorted by Mr. J. Palmeiro. Some specimens from St. Maria col-
lected by Dalberto Pombo were also studied,

As in a previous account (Serrano & Borges, op. cit.}, we only report
species new to the whole archipelago (*) or individual islands. The method
of doing this with regard to the list of species is also the same. The
amount of new records for each island is as follews : St. Maria (1), Terceira
(22), S.Jorge (28) and Graciosa (59).

- Some specimens belonging to the Staphylinidas were examined by
G. Israelson and A. Smetana.

Some corrections or confirmations of doubtful determinations, were
also made. _

The specimens of the Scolytidae were captured in a trap with alcohol
and the majority of the Nitidulidae were captured in a trap with rotten
banana.

3. SUMMARY AND DISCUSSION

The faunistic study of the Azorean Islands has increased in recent
years. Serrano (1982) listed 367 species and subspecies of Coleoptera
from the Azores so that now this number has grown to approximately 505.
This confirms the insufficient exploration claimed by several authors (e. g.,
Serrano, op. cit. ; lsraelson, 1984 and 1985 ; Gillerfors, 1986 and Serrano
& Borges, 1987) as one of the possible reasons for the paucity of Co-
leoptera on these islands.

In fact, some islands have been more thoroughly explored than
others, and the actual status of distribution of the Azorean coleopterous
fauna should be seen as provisional only. Other reasons for this paucity lie
in two main factors : a) geographical isolation, b) climatic conditions
(Lindroth, 1960). '

Nearly a third of the species listed are more or less cosmopolitan
and probably are recent unintentional introductions into the archipelago.

Only three species are endemics : Heteroderes melliculus moreleti
Tarnier, Brachypeplus pudicus Kirejtshuk & Gillerfors and Laparocerus
(Droueticus) azoricus Droust.

Two species (Philonthus rectangulus Sharp and Phloeopora testacea
Mannerheim) were recorded for the first time for the Archipelago of the
Azores. P. rectangulus is widely distributed throughout the Palearctic and
Nearctic regions. P.testacea is not confirmed from Madeira (Lundblad,
1958) and is probably new to Macaronesia. :

The additions for individual islands are : St. Maria 1, S.Miguel 1,
Terceira 22, S.Jorge 28, and Graciosa 59. The numbers for Terceira,
S.Jorge and Graciosa represent respectively an increase of 8.9%, 385.9%
and 236%. N

The actual number of species known from these islands is more or
less : St.Maria 239, S. Miguel 323, Terceira 221, S.Jorge 106 and Gra-
ciosa 84.

We are well aware of the fact that the present survey is by no means
final, and that much work on the distribution of Azorean Coleoptera needs
to be done in the future.
