I am indebted to Prof. Df. Per Brinck at the University of Lund,
Sweden, for the privilege to work out the material af Nematocera poly-
neura brought home by the Lund University Expedition to the Azores
and Madeira in 1957.

The knowledge of the f~a of these islands together with the fauna
of the Canary Islands is of great interest to the systematists as well as to
the study of zoogeography and it would be of interest to have at hand a
complete account of the present knowledge of the whole tipulid fauna of
these Atlantic Islands.

Unfortunately ir is still difficult to identify some of the species- new
to science - described by Dr. D. Elias Santos Abreu in the two valuable
papers of 1923 and 1926 dealing with the tipulids of the Canary Islands.
It is, therefore, impossibie to give a com plete list before we know more
about the species mentioned in tbese two papers.

are parallel and of medium size. length between the spines in chorea
and mitis.
